State - Tribal Consultation Initiative ordered that all of 
the agencies in the Governorôs Cabinet draft policies 
which establish a framework for interaction with tribes

These policies were drafted with input from 
representatives of all of Wisconsinôs tribal governments 
at meetings hosted by the stateôs 11 tribes

Whenever the agencies consider programs or initiatives 
that would affect tribes, the department must share this 
information with Tribes

Conversely, whenever tribes have an issue with the 
state, the Initiative establishes processes through which 
these can be shared with state government

Now serves to meet ARRA Consultation Section 
5006(e) requirements 

Requires states in which one or more Indian Health Programs or Urban Indian 
Organizations to provide a process to seek advice on a regular, ongoing basis from 
designees of the Indian Health Programs and Urban Indian Organizations on matters 
relating to Medicaid and the Childrenôs Health Insurance Program that may have a direct 
effect on the Indian Health Programs and Urban Indian Organizations.  This process shall 
include solicitation of advice prior to submission of any plan amendments, waiver 
requests, and proposals for demonstration projects likely to have a direct effect on 

Indians, Indian health Programs, or Urban Indian Organizations
